The Sibs are currently in development on their scripted feature directorial debut Re-In, to
shoot in the UK. Also on the slate is wake boarding scripted feature The Ride in 3D with
producing partners Evans Masters, feature documentary Game Day! College Football to
the Max Executive Produced by Coach Pete Carroll for IMAX. As Producers, they are in
pre-pro for Evans Masters’ scripted feature Folk Hero and will soon release feature doc
Being Canadian for director \ writer Rob Cohen, featuring interviews with the likes of
Mike Myers, Michael J. Fox, William Shatner, Dan Aykroyd, Will Arnett and Ben Stiller.

Other credits include feature documentary Redlight (Producer/Writers) about child sex
trafficking in Cambodia (Showtime), scripted directorial debut Meena (PBS\ITVS)
alongside Lucy Liu. The short will make the 201 2 festival circuit and is based on a chapter
from Nicholas Kristof’s acclaimed book Half The Sky. The Sibs & Liu shot the film in
Mumbai India.

Their comedy work also
includes Mark Torso; Rock God and comedic music video FUPA for College Humor by
Rob Cohen.
